Continuing news about the
Bannister Community ArtProject

Most recently, a letter was sent to the
membership providing more information
about this exciting project. A public art
community initiative that was brought to
us by Sculptor, Gage Prentiss. A bust of
Mr. Bannister by Gage Prentiss was gifted
to the Art Club by an anonymous donor
and now resides in the Founders Room.

As the Fiscal Agent and Administrator for
this project, PAC's involvement affords
significant ways to build and strengthen
community goodwill. By promoting
Bannister’s historic role in the Providence
Art Club and beyond, we have the
opportunity to broker cross-cultural
relationships, create opportunities for ed-
ucational programs, call for public art, as
well as establish a Bannister scholarship.
As an independent advisory committee
and steering committee comprised

of PAC members and members of the
community, they will be working with
other like-minded non-profits, such as
Stages of Freedom, RISD, the John Nicholas
Brown Center for Public Humanities; and
the Rhode Island Historical Society. These
collaborative efforts will enable us to de-
velop programs that expand PAC's efforts
towards diversity, equity, and inclusion.

Also, at this writing, we are happy to
report approval of a grant by the Papitto
Opportunity Connection which means we
are 75% of our goal of $200,000. for the
creation and installation of the Bannister
Sculpture. Additional funds will be raised
to support programs, exhibitions and a
proposed scholarship fund.
